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  ILLINOIS PRODUCTS FARMERS’ MARKET TO OFFER DOUBLE LINK INCENTIVE
SPRINGFIELD, Ill. – The Illinois Department of Agriculture has received a $5,000 LINK Up Illinois “Double Value Coupon Program” grant.  This grant makes it possible for LINK cardholders to have more spending power when shopping at the Illinois Products Farmers’ Market on the Illinois State Fairgrounds.

Beginning July 7, LINK cardholders can double their LINK purchases up to $10 per cardholder, per market day.  This means if an individual spends $20 on their LINK card, they will receive an additional $10 to spend at the market.  LINK cardholders are eligible to purchase fruits and vegetables, meats, fish, poultry, dairy products, breads and cereals, and seeds and plants which produce food.    
“We are ecstatic to receive these grant funds,” Market Manager Kristi Jones said. “Our goal is to make locally grown Illinois products available to everyone.”
The Illinois Products Farmers’ Market runs every Thursday evening through Oct. 20.  It is held in the Commodities Pavilion across the street from the Grandstand from 4 p.m. to 7 p.m. except during the Illinois State Fair (Aug. 11 and Aug. 18), when the market will re-locate to the Fit Club parking lot at 2701 Sangamon Ave.
